Dear Eastridge Families,

Eastridge staff will meet this spring to discuss student placements for the 2008-2009 school year. The
placement process is a team effort with input from this year’s teachers, next year’s teachers, Kathi
Drahota, and me. We consider each student individually and select the classroom in which we believe
he/she will learn best. Factors that influence student placement include, but are not limited to, the ways
each student learns best, academic performance, social and emotional development, the balance of males
and females, special learning needs, work/study habits and leadership qualities. Our goal is to place
students in the classroom setting that will best meet their needs.

In our partnership with parents, we would like to provide the opportunity for your input into this process.
If you have information about your child related to the factors listed above, you will want to complete
the “Parent Input for Classroom Placement” form (available in the office) or write a letter to me. Each
student’s placement will be carefully considered. Describe any of your child’s needs that you want the
grade level placement team to consider as they discuss teacher/room assignments. This discussion
includes many factors (see form). Please do not request specific teachers. You do not have to provide

information if you feel it is not necessary.

In summary, student classroom placement procedures for 2008-2009 include:
1. School staff will give careful consideration to each student’s placement.
2. Staff consideration of academic and social factors are the primary determinants in classroom

placement decisions.

3. Written information from parents to the principal will be strongly considered. Information must be

received by Friday, May 2, 2008.

We plan to announce tentative classroom placements at the end of the school year.
