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Dear Eastridge Families, 
 

You may have noticed the presence of the Lincoln Police Department this past week.  They were here at 
the request of our neighbors.  One of our neighbors called me last week to relate some concerns our 
neighbors share.  They are concerned about the traffic around the school and would like to see the 
following things happen. 
 

• Please park on the correct side of the street so that traffic flows smoothly.   
 

• Park in the areas allowed to provide needed visibility for both drivers and pedestrians.  It is 
inconvenient to walk a little distance, but much, much safer than parking in a “No Parking” area.   

 

• Drive around the block instead of turning around in other people’s driveways.  We are concerned 
about pedestrian safety – children are walking on the sidewalk and do not expect traffic.  Our 
neighbors are also concerned about the snow brought into their driveways.  Some people miss 
and drive on the lawn.  In addition, the flow of traffic is impeded when you cut across the street 
to turn around.   

 

• Use the cut out for dropping off and picking up.  Please do not park and leave your car 
unattended in the cutout when people are picking up children after school.   

 

• Afternoon kindergarten dropoff should occur in the cutout, not in the “No Parking” area. 
Some children are trying to use the crosswalk in that area. 

 
 

We are counting on you to help us.  We simply cannot monitor the street each and every day.  Please do 
not park in a “no parking” area just because someone else is parked there.  Encourage one another to 
make this a safe area! 
 

Let’s be considerate of our Eastridge neighbors and comply with their requests.   
 

We are all concerned about student safety.  Thank you for your help.
